COURSE DESCRIPTION:  
An advanced computer aided drafting course that focuses on developing those competencies 
necessary to produce exacting and precise detail 3-D engineering drawings. The course included 
three-dimensional data base manipulation and is enhanced with menu creation and advanced 
editing. Auto CAD software will be used in this class.  
 
 
PREREQUISITES:  CAD 101  
 
 
EXPECTED COMPETENCIES: 
Upon completion of this course, the student will be familiar with:  

• Create and document a 3-D assembly model   

• Use advanced modeling techniques with transitions between parts and improved 
productivity in creating models  

• Create iMates and edit dimension displays, place iParts, iAssemblies, and iFeatures   

• Apply advanced assembly modeling techniques involving the creation of various 
assembly tools   

• Create sheet metal parts, modify parts, create flat patterns, and drawing views of sheet 
metal parts with Inventor.
