COURSE DESCRIPTION:

An introduction to the fundamental three dimensional models in Unigraphics. Other Topics include Boolean
Operations; solid and surface base modeling; create and edit features; analyze, move

and hybrid models.

Upon successful completion of this course, the student will be able to:

Create each of primitive features: block, sphere, cylinder, etc...

Perform each of the Boolean operations (unite, subtract, intersect...)
Perform the edit feature option, edit parameters, move and delete features
Construct form features such as hole slot, groove, pocket, boss and pad
Position a form feature on an existing solid object.

Perform the edit feature options, edit position..

Construct an extruded or revolved body.

Construct datum planes and datum axis.
