COURSE DESCRIPTION:  
This course is an introduction to computer programming using C# to explore data types, control 
structures, functions, syntax, and semantics of the language, classes, class relationships, and 
exception handling. Emphasis will be on the fundamentals of structured design, development, 
testing, and implementation, and documentation, including language syntax, data and file structures, 
input/output devices, files, and databases.   
 
PREREQUISITE: CIS 112  
 
 
EXPECTED COMPETENCIES: 
Upon successful completion of this course, the student will be able to: 

• Identify, illustrate, and execute introductory programming concepts using C#. 
• Identify valid alternatives with C# decision structures utilizing iteration, class methods, 

fields, and properties. 
• Assemble forms, classes, and controls into C# solutions utilizing arrays and 

file/database access methods.
