COURSE DESCRIPTION:

Digital Media Production teaches students basic video production values such as scriptwriting, story

elements, lighting design, camera use, camera angles, project management and the fundamentals of
digital video capture and editing basics on Final Cut Pro. This course will help the student to prepare

for the Apple Certified Pro in Final Cut Pro exam.
