Alexander Graham Bell arrived at the U.S. Centennial Exhibit of 1876 

following a series of mishaps that caused him to miss the deadline for 

registering.  Consequently, his exhibit for the new invention of the       

telephone was in a location nearly impossible to find, and it would not 

even be listed in the fair’s program.  
 

Fearing he would be forgotten altogether, he went to where the judges 

were gathered following their evaluations.  They were about to leave 

when Brazilian Emperor Dom Pedro, who was the darling of the fair,        

recognized Bell from his work with the deaf and learned of his dilemma.  

Dom Pedro insisted that the judges view a successful demonstration of 

Bell’s telephone, and the rest is history.  
 

One of the most significant inventions of humankind was validated and 

applauded because of a personal relationship that resulted in a     

showcase of science that dramatically changed how we communicate.
